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Fernie’s world-renowned reputation among tourists is based on the ski re-
sort and its awesome powder snow. A typical year now sees 300,000+ annual
skier visits to Fernie. Summer activities are currently lower-profile, but similar-
ly revered by those who have enjoyed fly-fishing the local streams, exploring
the extensive hiking and mountain bike trail networks, and shopping in the
historic downtown.

Fernie is a well-established tourism destination, but still relatively young for a
resort community.
